During Term 1, when the Board and Senior
Leadership Team came together for a retreat, time
was spent reflecting on the past and identifying
what our strategic priorities should be in the years
ahead. Through this process, three priorities were
identifiec: unity, capacity and reach.

Unity’ was identified as an important next step in
our corporate journey. I our previous Strategic
Plan 2020-2025, we had adopted interdependence
as a priority, because at the time, it was widely.
acknowledged that SCEA schools were often
operating in solation and the benefits of being a
system of schools were not being fully realised. In
recent years, we have made significant progress in
this area, and it is now time to take the next step
and move from interdependence to unity. Integral
toour plans to foster greater unity, is a commitment

desire to further expand the opportunities for staff
from across our schools to callaborate and learn
from each other. We know the more we do this,

the more effective we will become:

‘Capacity was found to be important because the
substantial growth in enrolments over the past five
vears placed considerable pressure on many of our
systems and processes, creating a need to review
and strengthen them to ensure they will serve us
well as we continue to grow. This work includes the
critical area of recruitment

Our ability to achieve our God given mission is
reliant on our capacity to attract and retain quality
staff and in a period where there is a national
shortage of teacher-this is a challenge that
demands our attention.

‘Reach' as a priority recognises our desire to expand
our reach into the wider community, and
particularly, our abiliy to serve families whose
children have learning difficulties and those from
under-represented groups.

We are delighted that preparation of the Strategic
Plan 2025-2030 was finalised in 2024, ready for
release in Term 1 2025, Based on the feedback we
have received in response, there is a high degree
of confidence that it will allow us to more.
effectively achieve our mission, whichis to value
and empower every student to become all God
created them to be.

2024 was also a Registration year for SCEA.

To receive the maximum possible five years of
registration was testament to all of our schools and
the oversight provided by our Chief Education
Officer, Dr Gregg Weaver.
